On the 21st of November, Gemma Mahoney
and Layla Swards attended the ‘Year 5 and
Year 11 Student Forum on Positive Gender
Relations’. This Forum encouraged
conversations that align with the Resilience,
Rights and Respectful Relationships program
(RRRR), Topic 8 on Positive Gender Relations.
The focus was centred around a positive
approach for all students to demonstrate
respect and recognition of the rights of
others. Alongside two Year 11 students from
Ballarat High School, Gemma and Layla
discussed how we can be respectful and how
our school can be a more respectful place. 

The Resilience, Rights, and Respectful
Relationships resources have 8 topics that
teach students about emotional literacy,
personal and cultural strengths, resilience,
problem-solving, stress management, help-
seeking, gender norms and stereotypes, and
positive gender relations. 

For the remainder of this term, we are working
on Topic 8 which helps students develop
strategies for building positive and respectful
relationships and assists students to
demonstrate proactive peer-support and
help-seeking strategies. 

One strategy students will learn is how to be
an active bystander/upstander. They will be
encouraged to take positive actions to help
others who need it, rather than just watching
or not assisting. Students may wish to discuss
some of these topics at home. If you have any
questions, please contact your child’s
teacher.

¶×Àė ŕ worked on reading and retrieving information
in order to write an information report. This week
they are using the information to create paragraphs
that have topic sentences followed by supporting
details. Assessments were finalised in reading and we
focused on the sounds of ‘th’ (voice off) like in thong
and ‘th’ (voice on) like in feather. We also began to
investigate sounds made by ‘air’ and ‘ere’ (like in chair
and there).

In ¶×Àė Ŗ we have been looking at plot within a
different variety of stories before looking into
fairytales. Following on from delving deeper into the
Non-Fiction genre, we’re now delving deeper into
types of Fiction. In Writing, we have been working on
Information Report projects. Utilising our geography
learning, the students chose a country from Africa or
South America and they spent time researching,
planning and drafting their information about that
country. They’ve also worked on publishing
presentations about their countries to present to the
class.

This week, ¶×Àė ŕ revised what they knew about
telling the time on analogue clocks. Students used
their knowledge of fractions to identify half and
quarter of the hour. Making links between analogue
and digital clocks will be a focus going forward, as
well as, how to solve problems using time; for
example. If I placed my cake in the oven at 2:35 pm
and it needed to bake for three and a half hours, what
time would I take it out?

In ¶×Àė Ŗ we finished up all of our assessments which
the students worked very hard on. We then moved
onto a board/card game project where they selected
a mathematics operation to base their game around.
They planned, drafted and made their own board or
card games and had time in class to play their own
game as well as the games their classmates created.
